Questions for Reflection and Application:

Read Mark 3:1-12. Summarize the response to Jesus in this
passage, from both enemies and fans.

The Gospel of John calls Jesus’ miracles “signs.” What does that
add to the concept of a supernatural miracle, if it is a sign?

If you are not 100% healthy right now, how do Jesus’ miracles
matter to you?

Lazarus, apparently, died a second time, after Jesus had raised him
from the dead. Does this mean the miracle didn’t matter? More
importantly, how is Lazarus’ miracle different than Jesus’
Resurrection? (Consider 1 Corinthians 15 on the Resurrection, for
instance.)
